Meaning of "The Festival of Sacrifice"


* What is Eid al-Adha





Eid al-Adha or Feast of Sacrifice is the most important feast of the Muslim calendar; it concludes the Pilgrimage to Mecca. The occasion is celebrated on the 10th day of Dhul-Hijjah according to the Islamic calendar. The word Eid is derived from the Arabic word Awdah which means return. The return of the soul to its original state of inborn purity. 





* What else do Muslims do to celebrate the holiday?


On the first morning of Eid al-Adha, Muslims around the world attend morning prayers at their local mosques. Prayers are followed by visits with family and friends, and the exchange of greetings and gifts. At some point, members of the family will visit a local farm or otherwise will make arrangements for the slaughter of an animal. The meat is distributed during the days of the holiday or shortly thereafter.
