           Unacceptable behaviours are those that interfere with the 3Rs; they include all aspects of bulling.

Physical Aggression:
Pushing, grabbing, hitting, pinching, spitting, tripping, play fighting, etc.

Social Alienation: 
Gossiping, embarrassing others, ethnic slurs, excluding from groups, etc.

Verbal Aggression:
Mocking putdown, searing at others, etc.

Intimidation:

Threatening others to do something, threatening with a weapon, playing a dirty trick,      

arson, vandalism, assault on teacher or other personnel, bodily harm of students,

profanity, vulgarity, theft.

Definitions: 

Bulling is :    1.       Targeting a child for repetitive negative actions.

                      2.       Imbalance of power so victim can't defend himself/herself

                      3.       When a person, who is the target, many feel embarrassed, hurt,

                               scared, and/or angry.

Infraction:     Any inappropriate behaviour that does not follow the guidelines of the 

                      classroom or school community.

Procedure Consequence:        A fair and logical action that addresses that inappropriate

                                                behaviour. 
Caring behaviour:                   An assigned project which provides an opportunity to

                                                demonstrate acceptable caring behaviour.   
HA HA SO    
The acronym " HA HA SO" provides students with strategic to avoid bully victimization.
Help:                            Seek assistance from an adult, friend, or peer when potentially
                                     threatening situation.
Assert yourself:           Make assertive statements to the bully addressing your feelings 

                                    about the behaviour.

Humour:                      Use humour to de-escalate a situation.

Avoid:                          Walk away or avoid certain places in order to avoid situation.

Self Talk:                     Use positive self talk to maintain positive self-esteem.

Own it:                         "Own" the put-down or belittling comment in order to defuse it.
    1.           All infractions will be recorded.  The home room teacher will receive a copy

                  of the behaviour form.

   2.           For minor infractions, it is the responsibility of the "adult in charge" (teacher,

                 Administrator, Lunch room Supervisor, volunteer, etc.) to intervene and assign

                 Consequences that may be warranted from the list of consequences:       If it is

                 not the home room teacher who initially intervenes, the behaviour forms and
                 Subsequent consequences will be communicated to the home-room teacher.

                 The adults involved will then select the caring behaviour that will accompany 

                  the consequence.  Parents will be notified.

   3.           For Major infractions, an administrator will be involved in the process.
                 Parents will be notified.
   4.           Positive/appropriate behaviour will be recognized and celebrated.
